· When & how to contact us:

· During the day – best by email unless urgent; then try home ph #

· Evenings – best by email; if by phone, thru 11:30 pm is okay

· From the field – almost no reason to call 

Summer Leagues - MRSL & MWSL:
· Check-In Procedures:
MRSL - Receive roster from opposing team just like last year; if no roster, accept it from the team itself
     No roster = forfeit; No write-in players on roster, even if they have photo ID

(New this year: suspended players will show on roster as suspended

No player passes this year
Gov’t ID* only  
MWSL - Roster from own team; guest players will be handwritten in
Gov’t ID* AND player pass needed to play
* - Acceptable Gov’t ID (MUST HAVE PICTURE) = state license, state ID, passport, green card, college ID



Not acceptable: prior year league ID, library card, insurance card, etc.

· Game Reporting:
· Referee must report online w/in 24-48 hours of game day; ( be sure to include player name and number
· If not reporting timely, may not be assigned or may lose games already assigned
· Forfeits – checkbox in online report; indicate which team forfeited (default score of 2-0) 
· Red Cards – report online:

· MRSL - no player pass to return 

· MWSL - player pass only w/SASE from mgr / otherwise destroy player pass

· Substitutions:  no subs on other team’s throw-in nor on corner kick
· Mention to team captains in your pre-game
· Rain Outs – if 2nd half doesn’t begin, referee fees are paid by league directly to refs if game report is timely filed 

· Payment of referee fees by league – for forfeits, rainouts & no shows.

Paid by league directly to referee 

LEAGUE POLICY:  Forfeits / Rainouts / No Shows – (ON GAME REPORT, Referee must request payment directly from league within 30 Days of game date.  LATE REQUESTS WILL NOT BE PAID.  To be paid, request must include name, address & phone # of all 3 referees.  If only 1 or 2 referees are listed, payment will not be sent.  (If only 1 or 2 referees show up, state so when requesting payment.)   (If this changes, we will notify you.)
           ((Do not send us requests for payment; do not send us requests for addresses; deal directly with the league.)

Links – links to other websites: MRSL, MWSL, MYSA, MnSRC, etc

Fields: (Print a copy of the field directions and leave it in your car! (use Printer Friendly Version)
· NSC assigned fields – we have a link to the NSC fields and the 2 league websites
· Assignments – receive email/accept the earlier of 5 days from date assigned or w/in 2 days before game date

( Otherwise, game will automatically be removed from your schedule and be re-assigned to another official

IV. MISCELLANEOUS

Assessments – schedule with your assessor early in the season
New Officials – mentoring / feedback to assignors / encourage new refs to officiate
Red Card pass procedure – Men’s vs Women’s league

Injuries – be sure to report any injuries on your game report
Substitutions – ONLY on own team’s throw-in; not on corners
Jewelry – medical alerts, basic wedding bands, nothing else!  NO EARRINGS/NO EXCEPTIONS

MRSL & MWSL
$55 – 3 refs   (will collect $165, $82.50 from each team)
It’s the referee’s responsibility to have checks or cash to pay assistant referees

$65/$55 – 2 refs

$75 – 1 ref

VI. ADDITIONAL REFFING OPPORTUNITIES - 2010

1. MN State Cup – late April thru early June 

2. HIGH SCHOOL – 4 Conferences, +4-5 additional HS’s, sections – begins late August thru October
